I solely developed this system in Microsoft Visual Studio .NET 2003 using C#, ASP, HTML, HTML Components (HTC), Microsoft Visual Source Safe, UML, IIS and Microsoft SQL Server. The system is modularised using ASCX controls. Style is inherited, using CSS.
2. UCEA Web site

I co-developed UCEA’s new website with design outfit  http://www.jonesandcodesign.co.uk . The site has member areas where logins are managed by light-weight XML-based controls, developed by myself using Microsoft Visual Studio .NET 2003 (C#).

3. UCEA Client Database
I extended the existing system to have a more functional search engine and indexing system using Microsoft Visual Studio .NET 2003 (C#, ASP, Microsoft Indexing Service).

4. VITAL

Bug-tracking, troubleshooting, support. BES is a Consultancy providing Software Services to major Blue Chip clients and Government Departments, specialising in E-business for the banking industry, Forex, and Employee Benefits. I was employed to provide design and development services to these clients, incorporating general e-business “best practices and design” using Unified Modelling Language (UML) and MVC/MVC2 principles

I worked on a number of projects, for example:

1. Investec South Africa and UK - Maintenance/support contract

I did maintenance and support of BES-developed systems/intranets. These systems were built using ColdFusion, Microsoft SQL Server 7 (with ODBC), Dreamweaver and Microsoft Visual SourceSafe. Development was sped up using a web framework (incorporating custom tags, business layers, and data-access layers), built using ColdFusion mark-up language (CFML), and incorporating solid principles from Object Orientated design (OO) and Unified Modelling Language (UML). Look & feel elements consisted of HTML and style sheets (CSS).

I did maintenance and enhancements of Investec’s single sign-on secure site, using XML and SOAP with ColdFusion (CFML).

2. Moraine Systems' Glacier Suite

Glacier is a web-based financial software suite focused on the insurance industry, with advanced modules that manage short-term policies, employee benefits, life insurance and cash management. I developed the view components using C#.NET, HTML, and CSS. I also developed the interfaces between the view components and the underlying logic.

3. LeasePlan South Africa – Migration of Development Environment and Source Code

Being in the fleet management industry for 40 years, LeasePlan’s original back-office systems were developed a few years ago. To maximise development time and effort, there was a need to migrate their development environment to a new market standard. The new environment consisted of Windows XP clients, WebSphere Application Developer (WSAD), Windows 2000 servers, MS SQL 2000, Tomcat 4.1 Servlet Engine and Rational ClearCase source management.

Additionally, I had to migrate all the old source code (running on Jetty), to be compatible with the latest Java (J2SE, J2EE, JSP, Servlets) specifications (as needed by Tomcat 4.x). This was done in a matter of 2 hours, as I scripted the whole process.

Web Developer

iGate is a holdings company for iCatcher Technologies, Fm.Ly and RCGroup, which in turn developed leading edge projects involving internet advertising, wireless internet bandwidth provision, and web services (mail boxes and web space), using “free” and open-source technologies.

I worked on a number of projects, and had various duties, for example:

1. iCatcher Back-office system
The web-based iCatcher back-office system facilitated the creation of rich media ads. I maintained and extended the iCatcher back-office system, which was built using Java (J2SE ,J2EE, JSP, Servlets), HTML, SQL using PostgresQL and JDBC, Tomcat 4.1 servlet engine, Linux (kernel 2.4) with Apache web server, and NetBeans IDE 3.5.

2.    iCatcher Reporting Engine
I developed a reporting engine that provided on-the-hour statistics on all ads, which output the reporting data to XML, and HTML using XSLT. The reports were customisable via certain criteria.

3.    iCatcher Ads
I continuously extended the number of creative combinations a client can create. The ads are powered by cutting-edge Dynamic HTML (DHTML), JavaScript and VBScript, which manipulates and moves graphics, Flash and video in the client’s browser. The advertisers provided their own graphics, but as an extra service I also designed graphics using Photoshop and Macromedia Flash.

4.    iCatcher Network
iCatcher in conjunction with www.doubleclick.com and www.checkm8.com. I developed a mobile sales tool using J2ME (CLDC 1.0, MIDP 2.0) and WAP Cards (WML). The salesman inputs a client’s details onto their mobile, which, on submission, initiates an email from the server, built using Java (J2SE, J2EE, Servlets) and SQL (PostgresQL).

5.    Administration
I did server administration, using Webmin and Linux shell scripting. I made sure all the maintenance jobs and database back-ups ran correctly and efficiently, and that all logging was backed-up and regulated.

6. Newsletters

I developed a newsletter engine that took HTML, made it email-safe, put clickthru counters on all hyperlinks, and then emailed it to a preloaded list of recipients. The HTML could either be pasted into the iGate newsletter website, or be downloaded from a client’s existing web site. Statistics was available on all clickthrus.

The system was developed using Java (J2SE, J2EE, JSP, Servlets) and HTML. The emails was sent with a Java based Sendmail plug-in. The rigorous text parsing was done using a Java based Perl plugin. Statistics was stored in a SQL (PostgresQL) database.
Achievements:

· Internet advertisers in South Africa found a new creative outlet.

· The advanced reporting engine was one of a kind – the only Internet advertising stats engine at the time that provided custom hourly stats. 

· With the DoubleClick and CheckM8 partnerships, clients could take their advertising to a new level.

· The newsletter feature provided quick and easy communication with subscribers, with clickthru statistics.
